Managers

A manager can help to market songs. He or she can help to negotiate contracts and fees, as well as
trying to promote your work to record companies. It is very rare for a performer or songwriter to
secure a recording deal without a good manager.

‘The best way to find a manager is by asking around. Get in touch with D.J’s, booking agents, club owners,
and local bands.

Agents

Having your songs performed live is a good way of getting yourself noticed. If you, or the band performing
your songs, don’t play regularly, it’s a good idea to hire an agent. It is the responsibility of an agent to organize
gigs and to make sure they are well advertised. Your manager, local bands or club owners might have ideas
about which agent to choose. Make sure though that your agent is enthusiastic about your musicl

Registering vour Song

Itis important to register your song in some way. ‘This proves that you wrote it. It is better to do this legally,
either through a sclicitor, or through the copyright stationers Hall in the UK. Obvicusly this costs moneyl A
cheaper alternative is to mail a copy of the demo tape/CD, or lead sheet to yourself. Do not open it. Keep it
in the sealed envelope in a safe place. Although you will not be registered as the owner of the song, it can help
show when it was written.

Rovalties

Once you have a record deal, you are entitled to royalties form record sales, and from the performance
or public broadcast of your song on TV or radio. To receive royalties, you need to register with a copyright
agency. Royalties from record sales are distributed by the Mechanical-Copyright Protection Society (MCPS) in
the UK Performance royalties are collected from clubs, concert venues, shops and TV and radio stations, by
the Performing Rights Society (PRS) in the UK.

Building a song track by track

In arecording studio, a song is built gradually, layer
by layer. Each layer is called a ‘track’. The first
track that is recorded is the drum track. Why do you
think this is?

Often several tracks are put together (or mixed) to
make the background rhythm sound more
interesting. Usually the next track is made up of the
chords, normally played on a keyboard. Sometimes
two keyboard tracks are recorded to give the sound
more depth. Then the guitar and backing vocals are
added, and any orchestral parts. Usually the lead
vocals are the last thing yourecord.

It is possible, using computer software, to create a songin as little as half an hour. Many dance tracks are created in

this way, using techniques such as sampling. Sampling is where

sounds are recorded and then altered, for example,

by being stopped in mid-flow or repeated several times very quickly.

Using other Songs

Sometimes songs that already exists are sampled to from part of a new song. This means that you base your song
around a hook (catchy tune) or riff (short repeated pattern) that is already successful.
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
